• Genesis 22:1&2 God tells Abraham to offer up his son, Isaac, as a burnt offering!

• Genesis 22:3 Abraham gets up early in the morning to obey God’s command!

• Genesis 22:9&10 And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham 
built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the 
altar upon the wood.  And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his 
son.

• Abraham did not turn back!

Shadrach, Meshach, Abednego 
• Daniel 3:8-12 Chaldeans tell on Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.

• Daniel 3:13-15 Nebuchadnezzar gives them another chance.

• Daniel 3:16-18 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, answered and said to the king, O 
Nebuchadnezzar, we are not careful to answer thee in this matter.  If it be so, our God 
whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and he will deliver us 
out of thine hand, O king.  But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that we will not serve 
thy gods, nor worship the golden image which thou hast set up.

• Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego did not turn back!

• Matthew 4:19  And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men.

• Mark 14:30-31 Peter’s denial foretold

• Mark 14:66-72 Peter denies Christ 3 times

• Peter turned back
